     Beth Hillmar called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Aaron Sines moved to approve the July 10th and August 7th minutes with Bill Findley seconding.  Vote carried unanimously.  Bill Finley moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report with Cliff Hughes seconding. Vote carried unanimously.  Jac Carter moved to approve the Payment of Bills with Caroline DaCosta seconding.  Vote carried unanimously.  
VISITORS

     Dan Goncz reviewed the Sewer Treatment Plant Report.  Jac Carter moved to approve Payment Requisition # RUS 7 in the amount of $ 328,675.36. Bill Finley seconded the motion and vote carried unanimously.  Jac Carter asked if the RUS loan would pay for equipment, like a skid loader and Dan Goncz responded that it may be possible if money is left over.  

BID OPENING – S. Shenango Street         
     Joe Kurtanich opened bids from J&T Paving and McCrossin for the Shenango Street Sewer Replacement.  Aaron Sines moved to approve J&T Paving in the amount of $ 172,700.00 subject to engineering approval with Jac Carter seconding.  Vote carried unanimously.  

    There were no bids received for the LVR S Maple Street paving project. 

     Ray Bogaty advised council in regards to the Surrena driveway culvert question that this culvert would be the responsibility for the property owner.  

     Jac Carter moved to accept Findley Constructions bid for the Sanbern Drive Manhole for

 $ 1,750.00.  Aaron Sines seconded the motion and vote carried unanimously.  

    Jac Carter moved to accept Findley Constructions bid for the E. Beaver St and Otter St catch basins at $ 12,884.00 that included paving.  Caroline DaCosta seconded the motion and vote carried unanimously.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS    
     In regards to Chuck Bartholomew’s driveway entrance, Joe Kurtanich stated that Pa State laws prohibit backing out onto a state road because of safety issues.  He added that it had not been presented to PADot and that Mr. Barthomew would be contacting them.  Bill Finley move to not reinstall the driveway entrance with Jac Carter seconding.  Vote carried unanimously.  
    Attorney Bogaty stated in regards to the chickens and chicken coops complaints that there is no provision for coops or any other housing for chickens or any other type of animal shelters in Mercer’s zoning regulations.  He added that there is nothing prohibiting the chickens from being housed in the dwelling unit.  Attorney Bogaty advised council that the Zoning Officer can that these structures be removed.   As for the complaint from the person about their neighbors cat and cats they are feeding coming into their yard, he advised council that the Nuisance Ordinance clearing stated that the property owner would file a complaint at the District Justice Office.  
     Joe Kurtanich and Attorney Bogaty were in agreement that Mercer Forges request to install a sewage meter for billing purposes and forgo the water meter reading billing system would take a change in the Sewage Ordinance.  Joe Kurtanich agreed to contact Mercer Forge to discuss installing a separate water meter for manufacturing.  

     Jac Cater informed council that J & T Paving replaced a sewer line on the Jay Thompson property on the north side E. Venango and at that time Steve Thompson asked Mike Totin to leave the tree stumps for rabbit habitat. Jac Carter believed at that time the father was the legal owner.Jay and Cheri Thompson want the stumps removed stating that they are the legal owners and  the contractor and borough workers should have come to them.  Bill Findley moved not to remove the stumps a year or 2 later when direction was given to the contractors and crew members at the time to leave them on the property.  Aaron Sines seconded the motion and vote carried unanimously.  

NEW BUSINESS         

     Jac Carter moved to accept Devon Siegfried’s resignation from the police department with Cliff Hughes seconding. Vote carried unanimously.  Jac Carter moved to advertise a Civil Service exam for a full time police officer with Cliff Hughes seconding.  Vote carried unanimously.  Caroline DaCosta expressed interest in going to a Pa Borough’s Association Budget meeting in September.  The Administrator reported that a class was offered by McGill, Power and Bell that might be advantageous to the accounting duties that she performs.  Beth Hillmar advised the Finance Committee that if they wanted an inventory that they could perform one at street department.  
REPORTS
     Aaron Sines moved to approve the bid from ADS for $ 15,146.65 for the Low Volume Road inlets and envirohoods.  Bill Finley seconded the motion and vote carried unanimously.  Joe Kurtanich reviewed remaining items on his Engineers Report including the Streetscape project, the DCED Sewer Grant and the RUS funding.

   Beth Hillmar reported that she visited the Sewer Plant the week before and was told that everything was on schedule. 
    Beth Hillmar stated that the Finance Committee met with the Auditors and got a good report on the Borough’s records.  She added that the Finance Committee could do a short inventory of the major equipment, tractors and such.

    Jac Carter asked to add a condition to the Event Permit Process to require the permittee to remove and dispose of their garbage/refuse.  Council agreed that this should be required. 
     The meeting was adjourned to an executive session to discuss the Teamster Contract.  The meeting was called back to order.  

      Bill Findley moved to have the Mercer Area Rotary take over the maintenance of the playground on E. Market St.  and to rename it to Rotary Park.  Jac Carter seconded the motion and vote carried unanimously.
